Required Qualifications:
1. An earned doctoral degree in Kinesiology, Exercise Science, or a closely related field;
2. Experience teaching undergraduate courses in Kinesiology, Exercise Science, or a closely related field for at least one semester as a graduate student or instructor of record.
3. Expertise in one or more areas of kinesiology with a preference for motor behavior, motor control, or motor learning (or a closely related area) as evidenced by a record of peer-reviewed research.
4. Demonstrated ability to seek and apply for external research funding.

Preferred Qualifications:
In addition to the required qualifications, individuals with the following preferred qualifications are strongly encouraged to apply:
1. Experience in teaching undergraduate courses in motor behavior, motor control, motor learning, or closely related topics.
2. Experience developing face-to-face or online courses.
3. A record of external funding as a graduate student or a post-doctoral researcher.
4. Post-doctoral research experience.

About the University:
